These 

are matters that we seldom discuss, but they are crucial to how we must view: our members, our means, our leaders 

and our goals – which are comprised of two (2) separate but intimately related organizational bodies. 

I, Jack Resetar, am currently functioning as the Grand Knight of our K of C Council 1750.  Brother Knight Andy Migas 

is the President of the Knights of Columbus Council 1750 Home Association; which is a non-profit corporation that 

owns all of our assets.  Andy and I are both Knights of Columbus, but we each have very different and distinctly 

separate organizational roles and responsibilities – as do each of you Brother Knights.  Council 1750 is not allowed to 

own any property.  The Home Association is charged with paying down the mortgage, and operating and maintaining 

the Denny Bergeman Hall.  This hall is the “means” to our Council’s end --- which is to serve members of our 

community who are in need of our help.  Fr. McGivney founded the Knights of Columbus for the purpose of helping 

widows and orphans when the family father passed on.  It is crucial that we all hold onto this mission of charitable 

work; even though the scope of our contributions have been extended more broadly, to serve more people, in more 

different situations - over the years. 

My purpose in all of this background information is to help each one of us put into proper perspective several very 

important needs: 

First, we all need to commend all of our Brother Knights who served on the PPPP Festival Home Association Core 

Team that was headed up by Co-Chairmen Jerry Arnold and Ed Verkin.  Every Knight who was involved in helping 

Jerry and Ed to plan and meet the tremendous challenges of achieving the near record-breaking result (exceeded only 

by 2013 when the Tall Ships visited Port Clinton) deserves our sincere appreciation --- CONGRATULATIONS TO 

YOU ALL! 

Second, we need to thank all of the many, many volunteers from all over our community (young and old alike) whose 
help made the Festival the wonderful success and the truly enjoyable good time that so very many visitors seemed to 
enjoy.

Once we have identified all of 
our active, dues-paying members, tickets will be sent out 
for your purchase and/or sale.  We still need to find one 
or two brother Knights who will work with Paul Messerly 
to handle the actual ticket mailings, and the ticket-stub 
and revenue returns.  All ticket stubs and monies must be 
returned to State before October 30th. 

 
 

SERVICE PROGRAMS:  At our last council business meeting 
we had a wonderful expression of support for our efforts to 
engage new Brother Knights in the development of our 
service programs.  Aaron Gonya, Barry Cover, Mike Messa, 
and Jerry Tarolli all spoke out to the Council assembly 
about their new and challenging areas of 
responsibility.  Additionally: 

         Church Director - Paul Anderson reported on his 
contact with our RSVP sponsored Seminarian, 
Deacon Scott Perry.  Paul is committed to building 
a supportive relationship with Deacon Scott; who 
will be ordained to the Priesthood next 
Spring.  Paul also presented his method for signing 
up Brother Knights to act as Hospitality Ministers at 
the 8:00 am Mass on the Second Sunday of each 
month. 

         Family Director – Barry Cover is continuing to 
investigate ways that we might reach out to those 
members (families) who are in need of support 
that we might provide.  Barry understands there 
are needs for our prayers, but he also is concerned 
that there may be other real needs that are being 
left unmet – where we might be able to help. 

         Community Director – Jim Recker (not present), 
understands well the importance of our 
involvement in our community, and he has 
indicated that he has some ideas about how to 
build some bridges without a lot of effort.  I hope 
to meet with Jim in the very near future to discuss 
advancing his ideas.  

         Council Director – Andy Migas is continuing his 
willingness to mentor our younger, less 
experienced members - on how our Council serves 
our community, and how they can help. 

         Culture of Life Program:  Mike Messa sat in for 
Bob Geiger (Culture of Life Chairman) at our last 
Council meeting, and offered his ideas about how 
to bring some fresh thinking into this important 
service area.   We are excited that Mike and Bob 
are willing to offer their insights. 

         Youth Program: Aaron Gonya reported on the 
team’s (Short, Fall, Gonya) plan of moving 
forward.  These three (3) younger brothers met 
with Andy Migas and Jack Resetar to mobilize the 
Soccer Kick Competition, and to formulate their 
next steps.  

          Publicity/Public Relations:  Jerry Tarolli was 
present, and willingly offered to assist Ed Verkin 
with our Publicity/Public Relations Program.  Ed 
(not present) has agreed to take the lead role.  He 
and Jerry have talked briefly about how to get this 
ball rolling. 

 

COUNCIL BUDGET/FINANCES – September 2016 through 
June 2017:  One of the key goals of the next Working 
Session (Sept. 20th; 7:30 PM) will be to develop a budget; 
or more appropriately a “Financial Forecast” for how we 
will go about supporting various community needs with 
the financial resources that we have.  Unlike the Home 
Association, our Council has very limited means of 
acquiring financial income.  Our dues are our most 
significant revenue resource.  That is why the NFL 
Sweepstakes can make such an important contribution to 
our overall service programs.  The inclusion of Bistro 163 
as a potential new recipient of funding from our Council 
is a very important matter for discussion and decision.  
This community restaurant has begun to help address the 
hunger problems in Ottawa County; in a way that brings 
dignity to those in need, and it definitely deserves our 
support.  Saint Vincent de Paul is another such 
organization committed to helping the food insecure; 
which we have supported generously in the past.  We 
should all look forward to how we plan to address the 
"Corporal Works of Mercy” during these important final 
months of this Jubilee Year of Mercy! 
 

COUNCIL CALENDAR:   A second key goal of our next 
working session is to make another (third) pass at 
developing a Council Calendar that sets the dates for as 
many of our activities as possible.
